along the trail.  Brian Mc Brayer was seen twice

– the last time on Saturday when he and a 
friend enjoyed the lake.  The three C22 found 
another ‘super-secret’ cove in Illinois creek 
where we beached the boats out of sight for the 
night, for some good times.  The moon was 
almost full and the night was chilly and it was 
definitely sleeping bag and / or heater time.
