Outboard Engine Maintenance:

| had some outboard troubles last summer, and | suspect it was due to old gas that has absorbed water. Other
problems | encountered were an aged fuel line, old/rotting O-ring on the fuel fitting, and a spark plug that fouled. | don't
claim to be an expert outboard mechanic, but I'm pretty handy so | was able to resolve my outboard problems after a lot
of diagnosing and sweating a lot in the heat. | talked to Gary and a couple others about gas/ethanol issues. New
gasoline formulas contain more alcohol than in the past. Outboard gas cans vent to the outside air, so the gas is more
prone to collecting moisture from the air and collecting water in the gas cans... of course resulting in failures when we
want to use our motors or we are ready to crank the motor and return to the marina. So, inspect last years gas that has
sat all winter in your boat, and have a look over the fuel lines and fittings to save you the risk of being out on the lake
with a fouled outboard.
