With 
the winds blowing, fully reefed mains and small head sails, myself using 
my storm jib, the race took only 66 to 80 minutes to make two laps up 
and down the major part of the lake.  Winds like this donÕt come very 
often to our lake so donÕt let them pass and then complain later Òwhere is 
the windÓ.  Richard and I decided, I decided and he agreed, not to race 
the second race. The more experienced sailors went for a single lap race 
with both boats taking new strategies gained from the first race.  Race 
results to come later.
